  The European Calendar is different from the Islamic Calendar. Like the Islamic Calendar, it has 12 months in the year and they have different numbers of days in them. But there are some differences; Islamic Calendar’s year is shorter. It is 354 days long. European Calendar is longer. It is usually 365 days. The first day of the Islamic Calendar -1st of Muharram- is on a different day every year. In 2011 it was on 26th November. In 2012 it was on 14th November.
