The angle in which she makes these gesturesis influenced by the sun and reveals the direction of the flowers. The distance from the flowers to the hive is indicatedby the duration of the movements. Apart fromthis, honey bees also perform movements which are more like a tremble. When a bee returns to the hive with the nectar she has gathered, a receiver bee assists her by transportingthe nectar and storing it in cells. If there are a lot of bees arriving with nectar, a receiver trembles in orderto recruit more receiver bees to deal with the extra work. For honey bees, these movements are a meansof communication and they are very beneficial for the hive as a whole.
